32 people in total, 6 seniors (one at each site) 

These teams look after everything ‘before bottling/packaging’ so it’s more industrial engineering, building the stills and buildings themselves. 
Much of the rest is similar to the other role…

· Project Engineers manage and deliver projects across all distilling sites not covered under the normal scope of the Maintenance/ Operations teams. This activity will be supported by the relevant Operations and Maintenance Teams, if necessary.

· Project Engineers are accountable for identifying and quantifying development plans for input into Site Master Plans, OBU 5-Year plans and relevant budgets with appropriate justifications.

· Project Engineers are responsible for providing detailed data to support project prioritisation exercises and manage projects that are to be progressed, detail project scopes ensuring comprehensive and technically sound requirements with firm financial justifications tendered accordingly.

· Project Engineers are responsible for ensuring designs are compliant to all applicable standards and regulations and projects are delivered safely, on-time with hand-overs completed to WG&S handover standard.
· Project Engineers are responsible for maintaining through-life project details to ensure performance metrics are readily available during and post project with Risks & Opportunities managed accordingly. 

· Project Engineers are accountable for ensuring the WGW-Engineering quality system is up to date with the latest process and engineering standards. 

Teams are based at home site (no hybrid) and responsible for projects there. Depending on our Capital Plan, which is a rolling 5 years, some travel to other sites may be required to support others in delivering their project – but very few and far between.
Significant capital investment over the next 5 years means that we will have to recruit experienced Project Engineers to bolster the Team.
